Gardom Lake Bible Camp has a wide range of facilities and resources to accommodate your programming
needs. It is our hope that your stay here is a time to develop and discover group unity and dynamics. Our camp
facilities provide an excellent opportunity for children and youth to discover their own personal strengths and how their
strengths can benefit others around them. Our staff feels that it is important for all children and youth to experience
camp as a place where what they wear, how they look, their background or where they come from doesn’t matter. The
activities they participate in will be achieved through personal challenge and the encouragement of their peers and
supervisors.

In programming your event it will be helpful to keep your objectives in mind. What is the purpose of this field trip? For

example, is the purpose for; Experiential Education, Team/Leadership Building, and/or Recreational. Keeping

these objectives in mind will determine how you set up the class atmosphere, before even arriving at the camp.

Here are some ideas to keep in mind when programming and scheduling your field trip to Gardom Lake Bible Camp.

¢+ How long are you staying at the camp? Determine how many activity blocks (suggested 1 hour each) you
may want to schedule into your day(s).

++ How many children/youth are you bringing? Determine how many hours of programming you will need for
your group ranging from 8-12 participants for each activity.

%+ How many parents/leaders/teachers are accompanying the group? Having a proper student: supervisor ratio
of 8:1 is important and required by the camp. Some activities do require the assistance of an adult due to
camp staffing and cost.

% For overnight stays, each cabin must have an adult chaperone.

Programming:

Listed below is information regarding some of the programming that we provide. If you have any questions about the
programming and scheduling of your event please do not hesitate to call the camp office, email us or fax us.

Climbing Wall: Our trained Gardom Lake staff will operate this activity providing a personal challenge to each
participant as they strive to do their best and possibly physically challenge the overhang.
Archery: Our covered shooting range is the perfect place for participants to develop a new skill through discipline
and quick success.
400ft Zip-Line: Personal challenge and success will never be higher than when you climb our Zip-Line Tower
and make the choice to ride the Zip-Line. Helpers are required so please arrange with Gardom Lake prior to arrival
to prepare for this.
Team Building Initiative and Co-operative Challenge Course: These games, elements and
activities can be facilitated indoors or outdoors with a wide range of focuses from team unity, communication, trust,
leadership development and more. We'll help plan an hour, a day or more for a group of any size.
Canoeing and Kayaking: Gardom Lake and its surroundings provide the perfect backdrop for a new
experience each time participants take to the water. Whether under our instructor or yours, participants will have the
opportunity to develop the skills to man their own watercraft.
Sport Orienteering: Our sport orienteering course will engage each participant through map reading and
interpretation, teamwork and racing to finish the course first. Prizes for finishers are encouraged.
Night Games, Camp Wide Specialty Games and Gym Games: Games are a key component to the
fun here at camp and challenging the lights of the Mission Impossible tower will be talked about for months. We have
a full complement of games from simple, such as, Squirrel World to the more complicated and developed.

*Specialty Games must be arranged two weeks prior to arrival.

Winter Programming:

Consider a winter field trip!! Just think about all the fun in the snow you can have here. We have an ideal winter
wonderland!

Lodge

The lodge is a two-story building with kitchen, dining area and meeting room on the main floor. A large games room is
in the basement, and 13 bedrooms (sleeping 58 people - 71 if double bed have two people) and a conference room
on the second floor. Each bedroom has bunk beds and a double bed.

Decker Cabin/Conference Room
This cabin is perfect for small groups wanting to use the camp facility. It is complete with a full kitchen,
washroom/shower facility, two bedrooms (can sleep up to ten people), a living room and a large conference room that
can accommodate up to 30 people.

Amphitheatre
Large open 250-person capacity theatre with a covered and powered band shell, stage and fire pit ring. Can be used
for movies, plays, teaching, speaking, and campfires. It can also play outdoor movies.

Cottages and Cabins
There are four duplex cottages built in a cluster, and each side of the duplex has its own bathroom including a shower.
Each cottage has five bunks, with one of them folding out to a double bed.
There are four duplex cabins, which are located by the outdoor washrooms, three of the duplexes have 5 bunks and
one has 4 bunks.

Outdoor Washrooms
These washrooms have heated showers

Waterfront
There are floating docks, paddleboats, canoes, kayaks, paddles, life jackets, and a powerboat for emergency use only.

“The Point”

Waterfront surrounds the point, which is a separate rustic camping area. The site has a fire circle in the central area
that is surrounded by three bleachers.

Sauna
Located close to beach, a great little place to hang out and keep warm.

Camping Sites
The camp has several campsites for tents and trailers. There are some sites with electrical and water hook-ups.

Gymnasium
We have a full-size gym that holds two volleyball courts, a basketball court and has a lot of room to run around in.
Year-round use!

Covered Seating Area (Vortex)
We have a covered open-air sitting space that is great for eating, hanging out, getting out of the weather, storing your
stuff and teaching area.

Recreational Possibilities
The camp has a full-sized outdoor basketball court, outdoor volleyball court, floor hockey nets and sticks (you
can bring your own), a winter toboggan run, numerous hiking and cross-country ski trails, as well as a heated
gymnasium. There is also a large grass field with a baseball diamond and soccer nets.

Sports Equipment
The camp’s sports equipment is available for use and includes: ping pong table, soccer balls, volleyballs,
volleyball nets, softballs and bats (no gloves) and footballs.

Supervision and Staffing Your Event:
It is important that one specific person be designated as leader for your group. This person should be the one

maintaining communications between the camp management and their group. It is therefore essential that the
designated leader be the first to arrive, be on site for the group’s entire stay and be the last to depart.

Youth and children’s groups (up to age 16) must be supervised by adults (18 years or older) one per eight
campers. These adults (supervisors) must stay in the cabins with the students (campers).

The camp does not provide a lifeguard. We strongly recommend that each group using the waterfront, bring
their own lifeguard (a person 18 years or older with a valid NLS certificate). The camp may require certain
groups to have a qualified lifeguard to use the waterfront facilities.

Telephone
Cell coverage is Roger and Fido - Our office number is (250) 838-6645.

Pets Absolutely NO pets are to be brought on the property.

Firearms The use of firearms is prohibited on the property.

Alcohol and Smoking
The use of non-prescription drugs and alcohol are not permitted on the property. The designated site for
smoking is the fire pit behind the lodge.

Climbing Wall, High Ropes Course and Zip Line
No one is to be on these areas without camp staff supervision.

Quiet Hours are from 10:00 pm to 7:00am.

Snowmobiles and ATV’s
For noise and safety reasons the use of snowmobiles and ATV's is prohibited on the property.

Use of the Waterfront and Equipment
Because of the danger the waterfront brings, it is essential that someone be responsible for all who are
swimming or boating 100% of the time. Storms come on the lake very quickly it is important that you insist that
everyone get off the water at the first sign of bad weather. The motorboat is for emergencies only it is not to be
used for recreation. The rental group’s contact person is responsible to ensure that all waterfront equipment is
being properly used and all boating equipment is properly stored and locked up after use.

Camp Maintenance
To keep the costs down, we ask that groups help in cleaning the facilities. This means keeping your own
washrooms clean and picking up after yourself. In addition, we require that the camp be left clean and tidy upon
your departure. Detailed instructions of what is required will be given to your group’s designated leader upon
arrival at camp.

Health and First Aid
Gardom Lake Bible Camp does not have a nurse on staff. Itis to your benefit to appoint a qualified person to
administer first aid during your stay.

The camp has a basic first aid kit, we strongly recommend that each group bring a fully stocked first aid kit with
common meds, e.g. acetaminophen, antihistamines, etc.

A GLBC host will take a few minutes, at the earliest opportunity, to ensure each person is
aware of the camp’s procedures and guidelines.

Please be advised that the Camp Director has the right to dismiss anyone who fails to
adhere to Camp Guidelines.




Gardom Lake Bible Camp is located 10km N.W. of Enderhy
and 16km S.E. of Salmon Arm.

Traveling from Kelowna (Vernon):
Follow highway 97 past Enderby to the junction of 97A and 97B. Turn left onto 97B. Travel to the top of a long uphill
grade. Gardom Lake Road will be on your left hand side, marked by a large Gardom Lake Bible Camp sign.

Traveling from Kamloops (Salmon Arm):
Follow the Trans Canada Highway through Salmon Arm. Turn right at the junction of Hwy 97B. From the junction of
the Trans Canada to Gardom Lake Road is 11km. Gardom Lake Road will be on your right at the 11km point marked

by a large Gardom Lake Bible Camp sign.

From the corner of 97B and Gardom Lake Road to the camp is 3km. Once on Gardom Lake Road be sure to keep to
the right at the “Y” located approximately 1km from Highway 97B. At the 2km point you will see a gravel road on your
left called Glenmary Road marked by another Gardom Lake Bible Camp sign. Traveling in on this road will take you

directly to the camp lodge.

If you are traveling at night, be sure to watch for the reflective sign marked Gardom Lake Road.
